Dear parent/guardian of students attending Barrett, Crouse, Lincoln, Schumacher and
Stewart Elementary and Goodrich, Goodyear, Innes, Jennings, Kent, Perkins and
Riedinger Middle School:

This letter is to tell you that the school your student attended in 2007-08 has been named
by the Ohio Department of Education as being in need of “school improvement.” When a
school does not meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for two years in a row it has this
label. AYP is decided by how the students at your school score on the Ohio
Achievement Tests.

For each grade, test and student group, a certain number of students must reach grade
level skills in Reading, Math, participation and graduation in order for the school to meet
AYP goals.

Under the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB), your student may be able to enroll in a
FREE TUTORING program. Supplemental Educational Services (SES) gives parents
the choice of picking a private tutoring company to help your student improve in reading
and math. Besides attending a school in need of improvement, students can sign up for
FREE TUTORING if:
e A student receives free or reduced-priced lunch
e A student needs help in Reading and/or Math due to low test scores based on:
0 Grades 1-2, District tests
0 Grades 3-8, Ohio Achievement Tests

You can review how your student’s school compares to other schools by looking at the
local report card at www.akronschools.com. Click on the Students and Schools tab and
then click on ODE Report Cards.

Although your school has a “school improvement” label, the school also has a plan in
place that focuses on improving. There are many ways you can work with your school to
help the students be successful. Make certain that your student has extra study time at
home and gets to school every day on time. There may be special programs at your
student’s school that s/he can enroll in to help improve their grades. Ask your school’s
principal how you can be involved with the School Improvement plan. Talk to your
student’s teacher(s) about his/her needs and your suggestions on ways to improve.

For the 2008-09 school year, you can choose a FREE TUTORING program that is best
for your child. This booklet tells about the tutoring choices you have for your student.
These companies have been approved by the Ohio Department of Education.



If you are interested in FREE TUTORING for your student, complete the application in
the center of this book. Pick your top 3 providers, tear out and return the form to the
Office of School Improvement. Postage is prepaid. Enrollment continues until all
spaces are filled and/or until January 30, 2009. Only the student whose name is listed
on your mailing label will be able to receive FREE TUTORING.

If we have more requests for tutoring than open spaces we must rank students in the
following order: Elementary schools: Grade 3, Grade 4, Grade 5, Grade 2 and Grade 1,
Middle Schools: Grade 6, Grade 7 and Grade 8.

FREE TUTORING is a parent choice for those who did not wish to change schools with
the Public School Choice option.

If you have questions about FREE TUTORING or need help in picking a provider for
your student, please call the Office of School Improvement, Monday through Friday,
between the hours of 8:00 AM and 5:00 PM at (330) 761-3028.

Mission for School Improvement
Through intervention and related services, the Office of School
Improvement provides instructional support toward the academic success
of each student.

In 2002, Congress passed the No Child Left Behind Act. Its purpose is to improve schools
in which students have not done well on state tests. Under this law, students in select
schools may be offered FREE tutoring services. This booklet explains how your student
can be tutored in Reading and Math at no cost to you.

Who is eligible for SES tutoring?

Akron Public Schools’ students who attend a Title | school labeled in need of improvement
are eligible for tutoring. Students will be accepted until all spaces are filled. 1f we have
more requests for tutoring than we have open spaces, we must rank students in the following
grade level order: Elementary schools: Grade 3, Grade 4, Grade 5, Grade 2, and Grade 1,
Middle Schools: Grade 6, Grade 7 and Grade 8. The lowest achieving students will receive
top priority. You will be notified if your child is placed on a wait list.

Where does the tutoring take place?

There are many tutoring sites throughout the city. Tutoring may occur in tutoring centers,
the public library, in your home and at church sites. Some providers offer online computer
tutoring with your own computer or one that they will loan you. Check the listing to see
where the program you want offers services.

When is tutoring offered?

Different programs offer tutoring at different times. Some are after school and others are on
Saturday. The listing of services in this booklet tells the schedule. The listing also tells the
number of sessions a student may attend, the number of hours a student will be tutored and
the hourly rate that the district will pay for the services to your student.

Is transportation available?
Only a few SES providers offer transportation. The listing will give you this information.
Check with the provider for transportation information.

What is the cost of tutoring?

There is no cost to parents for the tutoring services. Tutoring companies will bill the
Akron Public Schools for the services they provide for your student. We will pay the bill.
Cost per hour varies by tutoring company. Each listing will tell the tutoring rate per hour.

Can | get help in picking a provider?
Your student’s teacher can help you pick a provider. You can call the Office of School
Improvement at 330-761-3028 for help.




What else must | do?

You must meet with the SES provider to develop and sign an Educational Learning Plan for
your child. The Provider will contact you to arrange a time to meet. The tutor will give your
student a pretest to see what your student needs help in. The Educational Learning Plan sets
goals for your child which the tutor will use to guide the tutoring sessions. This is very
important!

My child has other needs. Is he/she eligible for tutoring?

Children with other needs are eligible for tutoring. However, not all SES providers can
work with children with disabilities or with those students who are learning the English
language. Check the listings or call the SES provider.

CHOOSING A PROVIDER

This book tells about all of the approved providers who are able to work for the Akron
Public Schools district. If you are interested in tutoring services for your student complete
all of the student information, select your first , second and third choices for a provider, sign
and date the application , remove, fold and seal the form. The application is postage paid,;
just drop it in the mailbox. Enrollment continues until all spaces have been filled or no
later than January 30, 2009. . Only the child whose name is listed on the booklet label is
eligible to receive these services.

DO NOT RETURN THE APPLICATION FORM TO YOUR CHILD’S SCHOOL

If your student is selected, s/he will be assigned to your first choice provider. If the
provider you choose 1% decides not to offer services or has filled all spaces, your student
will be placed with your second or third choice provider. We will make every effort to
arrange for tutoring services for your student with the providers you list.

The provider you choose will be given your name and contact information. They will
contact you to set a time to meet with you and your student. After testing your student, you
and the provider will set learning goals and you will sign the Educational Learning Plan.
THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT! Once the Educational Learning Plan is completed and
signed by the parent/guardian and provider, it will be sent to the Office of School
Improvement to be approved and processed.

Tutoring does not begin until the learning plan has been signed and approved.
